STEP 6 - Install Bulbs and Shades

A. Insert bulbs onto sockets and screw snugly into place.

B. Place the Shade (G) over the socket. Pass Lock Screws (F) through
the holes on the holder and the neck of the Shade (G). Thread Lock
Screws (F) into the mounting holes on the side of the socket cup.
Hand tighten until snug to secure the Shade (G).
