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STEP 4 - Attach Ceiling Canopy to Crossbar

A. Line up the holes on the side of the Ceiling Canopy (G) to the
mounting holes on the Crossbar (A). Secure them with Mounting
Screws (B). Tighten until sung.

STEP 5 - Install Bulbs and Shades

A. This fixture uses clear G9 Xenon bulbs (notincluded) with G9 base.
Maximum 40 watts. Push snugly into place. IMPORTANT: Do not
touch the bulb with bare hands use a cloth or glove.

B. Thread Shades (l) onto sockets and hand tighten gently until snug.

Your fixture is now assembled and ready to use. Enjoy!
