2. Position mounting bracket (A) so threaded ends
of attached fixture mounting screws (E) are
facing down towards floor.

3. Carefully pull house wires through center hole
in mounting bracket (A).

4. Align small holes in mounting bracket (A) with
holes in junction box.

5. Thread each junction box screw (B) into holes in
mounting bracket (A) and into holes in junction
box. Tighten junction box screws (B) to secure
mounting bracket (A) to junction box.

CAUTION: Make sure house wires are pulled

completely through hole in mounting bracket.

Carefully raise fixture up to ceiling. Place
backpan (D) over mounting bracket (A). Pass
holes in backpan (D) over ends of fixture
mounting screws (E).

Screw one threaded cap (F) onto end of each
fixture mounting screw (E). Tighten threaded
caps (F) to secure fixture to ceiling. DO NOT over
tighten.

Screw recommended bulbs (E26 Edison bulb
type, not included) into sockets. Verify correct
bulb wattage marked on socket of fixture.
WARNING: DO NOT exceed maximum bulb
wattage.

Screw end of threaded pipe (H) with henxut into
coupling in center of socket cluster.

Raise shade (K) up to fixture. Pass hole center of
bracket on shade (K) over end of threaded pipe (H).
