B. Install fixture (3) to the mounting plate (1) by aligning side holes and secure with two #4-40 screws
(4) from top and bottom.

For Wet application.

A. Place a small bead of silicone or water proof caulk (not included) around the fixture (3) where it
contacts with the surface of wall apply on top and two sides, but not on bottom.

Restore power at fuse or circuit breaker box.
