INSTALLATION PREP.\RATION
1. TURN OFF THE ENTIRE ELECTRICAL CIRCUIT TO WHICH THE LIGHTING FIXTURE 1S TO BE ATTACHED.
Move.he appraprizle circuit breaker to the "off" posilion or complelely remove the fuse contrelling (he circuit.

2. Ifan existing fixture is being replaced, remove il and nole o wis 1 of the wires in I outiel box the fixlure was allached,
DO NOT SEPARATE ANY OTHER WIRES THAT MAY BE iN THE BOX. DO NOT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING.
In regular gircumstances the BLACK wirs will be the "Hol tead and The WH ITE wire will be the *Neutral" ar "Cammon” fead.
A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings il is always good praciice 'o reconfim the polarity of the wiring

3. This fixture is designed (o be mounted on 2 correclly inslallzd slandard round or oclagon box of a through wiring box with a plaster frame,
The box musi be securely mounled to lhe struclure of lhe building.

4. This fixture is supplied with 2 3-pieca stam. Thare is one 6" saclion, one 12" section and one 18" section
This feature allows the fdure (o be meunled with & stem up to 36" in lenglh in 6" increments.

5. This fixture is supplied with a swivel, By rotaling the canopy the fixture may be mounled lo an angled ceiling.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Remoave the fixture, shades and paris bag(s) from the carlon.
Before discarding (he carlon, double check to make certain tha! all parts are found.
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2. Determine lhe overall desired lenglh of lhe fxlure, \

For general conveniense the fixlure is ‘shipped wilh the leads threaded through the stems.
I the siems are rearmznged or adritional slems are added, lape the ends of the leads
fo a sliff wire (coal hanger) [o aid in pulling them through ihe siciis. G

3. {Slarting at lhe back), Ihread (he 2 longest screws inlo the mounling ring
(The green ground screw is (he front ). Atlach the mounling ring
‘o the outiel b (The green screw should face the flocr).
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4. Thread the small hex nuts ente the screws. Adjuslihe screws so they extend 3/16
beyond the canopy of the fixture, Lock the hex nuts agains( the Liosshar,

3. Faslen the ground wite (0 the green or bare copper wire 3 o
in the oullef box or 1o the green screw on the mounting ring. .

9. Place the shades on the clusler center posts and secure with (he finials.
10. Inslall the lamps ( light bulbs).
