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1. Shut off power to the outlet box. (A)
2. Determine the height at which the fixture is to be hung. Use the screwdriver (B) to loosen the set screw (C). 
    Adjust the power cord (D) to the desired length. Tighten the set screw to set.
3. Adjust the steel cables (E) to the desired length. To shorten the cable, push the cable up and it will be locked automatically. 
    To lengthen the cable, lift up on the cable and push up on the lock (F). While keeping the lock depressed, 
    lower the cable to the desired length. Release the lock to set.
4. Reserve extra power cord (D) and steel cables (E) in the canopy (G), and adjust the cable stops (H) so they are 12" from the canopy
    by loosening the screws and sliding the stops along the cable. Tighten the screws to set.
5. Attach mounting pan (I) to the outlet box, secure with outlet box screws (J).
6. Make appropriate electrical connections using wire nuts:
    a. Connect the transformer’s live wire (black) to the live outlet box wire. 
    b. Connect the transformer’s neutral wire (white) to the neutral outlet box wire. 
    c. Connect fixture’s ground wire (green or uncoated) to the ground outlet box wire. 
    d. Carefully place connections in outlet box (A).
7. Attach canopy (G) to mounting pan (I), secure with mounting screws (K).
8. Restore power to the fixture.
