
1.    Carefully remove all parts from the box. Place on a clean, soft surface.

2.    Remove mounting plate (B) from fixture (E) by removing screws (D).

3.    Install mounting plate (B) to the junction box and secure with

       mounting screws (C).

4.    Run support cable through hole on bracket (B). Loosen cable lock and 

       install to end of support cable. Insert other end of cable through the 

       cable lock and tighten ends with a screwdriver to secure. 

       (see diagram 1)

5.    Wrap fixture ground wire (bare copper) around the green grounding

       screw (see diagram 2). Tighten. Continue fixture ground wire and 

       connect to supply ground wire (usually green or bare copper) using 

       wire nut (A).

       NOTE: It is imperative that the fixture is grounded.

6.    Connect fixture neutral wire (white) to the supply neutral wire (usually 

       white) using wire nut (A).

7.    Connect fixture hot wire (black) to the supply hot wire (usually 

       black) using wire nut (A).

       CAUTION: Do not reverse the hot and neutral connections.

8.    Make sure all wire connections are tight, then carefully tuck into the

       junction box. 

9.    Install fixture (E) to mounting plate (B) and secure with screws (D).
