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(4) PREPARE THE FIXTURE

Refer to figure I for illustration of fixture parts and assembly.

If you are replacing an existing fixture, disconnectand™
remove the old fixture. Expose the supply wiring from the
outlet box.

Secure mounting bracket (a) to the junction box using
the two supplied screws ensuring that the long center
threaded bolt is facing outwards.

Connect the Black wire fram the fixture to the Black
supply wire and the White fixture wire to the White supply
wire, fasten securely with supplied wire nuts (b) and
secure wire connectors with UL listed electrical tape (not
supplied).

Connect the Green ground wire from the ﬁx{ure to the
electrical supply ground wire, or attach the ground wire
directly to the green screw on the mounting bracket.

Attach the fixture housing (c) to the mounting bracket
(a) and secure with kriurled knob (d). .

For models 62052 & 62053, two screw holes are provided on

... _ejther side of the fixture for securely attaching the fixture to the
wall.

Insert Halogen bulb (e) between sockets. Fit the
tempered glass protector (f) over the bulb assembly. (Do
Not Touch the Halogen Bulb with Bare Hands use a
soft dry cloth)

Attach the glass panel (g) to fixture housing (c) by
sliding the glass into the glass guides found on either side
of the fixture housing.

Restore électricity and check the operation of your new
lighting fixture.
